Activity
	The OMB Circular establishing audit requirements for institutions of higher education and other nonprofit organizations. 

UCR Financial System (UCRFS) six digit data element/chartfield identifying an asset, liability, unexpended balance, revenue, expense, or a budget category grouping.  In the contract and grant area, departments will primarily deal with budget categories and expenditure accounts to identify the category of expenditures and the actual expense type.

UCR Financial System (UCRFS) six digit data element/chartfield (AXXXXX) identifying the department or the operation within a department.  This unique identifier allows the tracking of budgetary and financial transactions within the financial system. 



	Agency
	In relation to sponsored projects, the sponsoring organization that provides funds to support research, training, or public service activities.

	
	

	Allocable Cost
	A cost is allocable to a particular cost objective (i.e., a specific function, grant project, service, department, or other activity) in accordance with the relative benefits received. A cost is allocable to a project where it is treated consistently with other costs incurred for the same purpose in like circumstances and (1) is incurred specifically for the award; or (2) benefits both the award and other work and can be distributed in reasonable proportion to the benefits received; or (3) is necessary to the overall operation of the organization.
 

	Allowable Cost
	A cost incurred by a recipient that is: (1) reasonable for the performance of the award; (2) allocable; (3) in conformance with any limitations or exclusions set forth in the federal cost principles applicable to the organization or in the Notice of Grant Award as to types or amount of cost items; (4) consistent with internal regulations, policies and procedures that apply uniformly to both federally-funded and other activities of the organization; (5) accorded consistent treatment; (6) determined in accordance with generally accepted accounting principles; and (7) not included as a cost in any other federally-funded grant (unless specifically authorized). 



	Amendment
	A change in the terms and conditions of a grant or contract mutually agreed upon by the agency and the recipient organization; may also be referred to as a modification.

	
	

	Applied Research
	Research that attempts to exploit scientific discoveries or improvements in technology, materials, processes, devices or techniques.



	Assay

Audit
	Scientific test; experiment; examination and determination of characteristics.

An examination of an agency’s accounting or other documents by an outside expert.  Upon review, the expert prepares an opinion or report of his/her findings. 

	
	

	Authorized Institutional Official
	An officer of an institution with the authority to speak for and legally commit the institution to adherence to the requirements of the federal regulations regarding the involvement of human subjects in biomedical and behavioral research.

	Document received from a sponsor transmitting the terms and conditions associated with a project or activity and authorizing the transfer of funds.
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	BAA


	Broad Agency Announcement.  An announcement of a federal agency's general research interests that invite proposals and specify the general terms and conditions under which an award may be made.


	Basic Research


	Research directed toward more complete knowledge of a particular subject without regard to application.


	BEA


	Budget Establishment and Adjustment.  Application in the UCR Financial System (UCRFS) used to created and amend budgets.



	Biological Use Authorization

(BUA)


	The Biological Use Authorization is required if research involves any infectious organisms (bacteria, viruses, mold, fungi, etc.) which may cause disease in healthy humans or significant environmental or agricultural impact.  The Institutional Biosafety Committee reviews the research projects and provides approval to conduct the research.  



	BSO


	Biological Safety Officer - the person in Environmental Health and Safety at UCR who is in charge of handling issues related to biohazards.



	Budget Category (BC)


	UCR Financial System (UCRFS) four digit data element/chartfield used to group a category of expense accounts.  In the contract and grant area, departments will primarily deal with budget categories and expenditure accounts to identify the category of expenditures and the actual expense type.

Budget Period


	A list of anticipated project costs that represent the Principal Investigator's best estimate of the funds needed to support the work described in a grant or contract proposal.

The act of amending the budget by moving funds from one category or line item to another. (See also: Rebudget)

In the UCR Financial System, the process of checking an FAU (activity/fund/function) to ensure that a budget exists prior to allowing a commitment /expenditure to occur against the FAU.

The intervals of time into which a multi-year period of assistance (project period) is divided for budgetary and funding purposes. Budget periods are usually 12 months long but may be shorter or longer, if appropriate.

	Cage Code

Carryforward

CFR
	The Commercial and Government Entity code is a five digit code that identifies companies and other entities doing, or wishing to do, business with the Federal Government.  UCR’s Cage Code is 4W611.

Unexpended award funds on grants and contracts which are moved to the next funding period (usually a year), providing this is allowed by the sponsor or agency.  

The Code of Federal Regulations is the codification of the general and permanent rules published in the Federal Register by the executive departments and agencies of the Federal Government. It is divided into 50 titles that represent broad areas subject to Federal regulation.

	Closeout

COEUS


	Procedures to officially conclude a grant, usually within 90 days after the end of an award. Normal closeout activities include a final financial report, final progress report, final invention statement and equipment report.  

Database created by Massachusetts Institute of Technology (MIT) to facilitate sponsored program award acquisition and administration.  UCR has licensed this software and uses it as it primary preaward sponsored programs database  



	Cognizant Agency

Compliance Activities

Conflict of Interest

Consortium Agreement 
	The Federal agency which, on behalf of all Federal agencies, is responsible for implementing the requirements of the Single Audit Act.   UCR’s cognizant agency is the Department of Health and Human Services (DHHS).

Activities related to the following matters:  use of human subjects in research, the care and use of laboratory animals, conflicts of interest, and use of biohazardous materials.  The review of these activities is conducted by the Office of Research.

Situations in which the integrity of research may be compromised by researchers for personal gain for either themselves and/or their immediate family members.  Conflicts of interest include situations which cause actual conflicts, present the potential for conflicts or which cause the appearance of conflicts. 
Collaborative arrangement in support of a research project in which part of an activity is carried out through a formal agreement between a grantee and one or more other organizations.  UCR uses sub-awards.



	Continuation

Competing Continuation


	Non-competitive renewal of a grant for an additional budget period within a project period with additional funding.  Normally, the same fund number is retained.

Award for continued/follow-up support to a project done through a competitive process, usually retaining the same award number. See also Renewal Award.



	Contract
	An award instrument normally signed by both parties to the agreement which contains definitive terms and conditions to be met in the conduct of a project. 



	Cooperative Agreement
	An agreement in which all parties to the agreement have substantial programmatic involvement.



	Corporate Financial 490 (aka Fund Summary) 

Cost Center

Cost Principles
	Report available via UCRFS that provides an overall summary of a fund’s financial position by budget category/activity/function.  Columns of data include the permanent budget, temporary budget, expenditures, encumbrances, and balances.  Primarily used by the Accounting Office.  (In UCRFS under: Start-Reports/Inquiry-Financial).  See page 7-23 for sample report.

Optional UCRFS Data element defined by department.  Up to 5-charcters/digits long.  Each department is assigned a prefix (the first two characters of the code).  Common uses are tracking expenses by individual, purpose, classes/instruction.

The principles as set out in applicable statutes, regulations, grantor instructions, Office of Management and Budget Circulars and generally accepted accounting rules used for determining allowability, reasonableness, allocability and consistency of costs applicable to grants, contracts, and other agreements.



	Cost Share


	A general term, used as a noun or adjective, that can describe virtually any type of arrangement in which more than one party supports research, equipment acquisition, demonstration projects, programs, institutions. Example: A university receives a grant for a project estimated to have a total cost of $100,000. The sponsor agrees to pay 75% ($75,000) and the university agrees to pay 25% ($25,000). The $25,000 is the cost-sharing component. 

	
	

	Cost Transfer


	A form or process used to transfer costs from one project to another project.  The costs must be in support of, allowable, and allocable to the project to which it is being moved.  UCR Financial System specific applications:  NCT, FCT, and PCT.

Report available via UCRFS that provides budgetary, expenditure, balance and encumbrance information by function/fund/budget category organized by activities under a department code.  Includes bottom line totals.  See page 7-25 for sample report

Systematic use of scientific and technical knowledge in the design, development, testing or evaluation of a potential new product or service. Those costs that can be specifically identified with and directly benefiting a particular project, program, or activity. 

	Direct Costs Disallowance
	Expenditures incurred on a sponsored project for which the sponsor will not pay. This occurs when expenditures are not in compliance with the award terms (i.e., not allowable or allocable).  The department is responsible for covering any disallowed expenditures using an unrestricted fund source.

	Distribution of Payroll Expenditures

The method by which a grantee requests payment (usually via electronic means) from the funding agency.   The Accounting Office is responsible for performing this function.

The numerical code assigned by Duns & Bradstreet identifying a specific business or entity.  UC Riverside’s DUNS number is 07-313-4777.

Emeritus

Encumbrance
	In terms of contracts & grants, amount of time to be devoted to the sponsored project activity.
Honorary title held after retirement.   Professor, Emeritus may be eligible for research space and PI status.

Unpaid obligations in the form of purchase orders or other commitments which are chargeable to an award and for which a part of the awarded amount is reserved. 

	
	

	Equipment

Enterprise Reporting System (ERS)
	Tangible assets having a purchase price of at least $1,500 and a life expectancy of more than one year.  (This is UC’s definition; the federal definition places the value at $5,000).

UCR custom applications using an Excel macro to query against UCRFSTotals and SuperDOPE to produce summary and detail reports based upon user defined FAU (activity/fund/function) combinations.  Primarily used for PI reporting on extramural, gift and shared funding sources.  Requires user to have access to UCRFSTotals and SuperDOPE.

Extramural 


	Legislation providing greater autonomy to grantees based on regulation 45 CFR Part 74.

An additional period of time authorized by the sponsor (or awardee institution, as appropriate) to an organization for the completion of work on an approved grant or contract. An extension allows previously allocated funds to be spent after the original expiration date.
Funding source is outside of UC.  Includes external agency contracts and grants, gifts and endowments.

	Facilities and Administrative Costs associated with the general operation of an institution in the conduct of its research activities. These costs cannot be readily and specifically identified with a particular sponsored project, program, or activity but are nevertheless necessary to the operations of the organization. Formerly called indirect costs or overhead.  This is the “cost of doing business” with the University and includes the recovery of costs such as building use, administrative support, libraries, operation and maintenance of plant.  Official F&A rates are negotiated with an institution’s cognizant agency.

Full Accounting Unit.  This is the string of UCRFS data elements/chartfields—account/activity/fund/function.

Federal Cost Transfer (Non-payroll).  The UCRFS application used to transfer expenditures from one FAU to another when a federal fund is involved.

Federal Cash Transaction Report.  The Accounting Office is responsible for preparing this report.
Non-expendable, tangible, personal property, physically constructed by a University activity, which has a total acquisition cost of $1,500 or more, is free standing, is complete in itself, does not lose its identity when affixed to or installed in other property, and is expected to be used by the University for one year or more.  (Reference Business & Finance Bulletin BUS29 and Accounting Manual P-415-32)



	Federal Demonstration Project (FDP)


	Cooperative initiative among some federal agencies and universities and other organizations that receive federal research funding for the purpose of developing more simplified and standardized requirements for the receipt of extramural funding.  The expressed goal is for increasing research productivity and reducing administrative costs.

	Fellowships
	Awards that provide individual grants to students and scientists at predoctoral, postdoctoral, or senior levels.  Support is often provided to the fellow through a stipend rather than a salary.  

	Financial Status Report (FSR)

Financial Transaction Detail Report  (FTD)


	Report showing the financial status of funds for a grant or cooperative agreement.   The Accounting Office is responsible for the preparation and submission of this report.  The report is based on actual expenditures posted to the ledgers for the period covered by the report.
Report available via UCRFS and via the web of detailed budgetary, expenditure, and encumbrance transactional data by FAU.  The report is organized by budget category for a particular activity-fund-function.  Go to website for examples of the report:  http://ucrfsreports.ucr.edu/

	Fiscal Year


	A 12-month accounting period at the end of which the books are closed for an agency or governmental unit. UC’s fiscal year begins July 1.

	Fixed-Price Contract


	Type of contract that provides for a firm or, in some cases, an adjustable price. Unexpended funds at the end of a project are not required to be returned to the sponsor; similarly, overexpenditures are not funded by the sponsor. 

	FTE

Function

Fund 
	Full-time equivalent.  Equal to one person working full time for one year.

UCR Financial System (UCRFS) two digit data element/chartfield identifying the general category or purpose.  Expenditures are typically classified into these major categories:  instruction, research, public service, academic support, student services, and institutional support.

UCR Financial System (UCRFS) five digit data element/chartfield identifying the type and source of funding.  This unique identifier allows the tracking of budgetary and financial transactions within the financial system.   Contracts and Grants are in the current fund grouping and further delineated by state, local government, federal and private agencies.  C&G fund numbers normally correlated to an award, but depending upon report requirements multiple fund number may be required.


	Funding Cycle


	The schedule of events starting with the announcement of the availability of funds followed by the deadline for submission of applications, review of applications, award of grants, issuance of contract documents and release of funds.

	Grant


	A type of financial assistance awarded to an organization for the conduct of research or other program as specified in an approved proposal. A grant, as opposed to a cooperative agreement, is used whenever the awarding office anticipates no substantial programmatic involvement with the recipient during the performance of the activities. Financial support provided for research study designed and proposed by the principal investigator(s). The granting agency exercises no direct control over the conduct of approved research supported by a grant. (Compare: Contract) 



	Grant Management Specialist (or Officer)
	A sponsor's designated individual who is officially responsible for the business management aspects of a particular grant or cooperative agreement. Serving as the counterpart to UCR's Grants Officer, the grant management specialist is responsible for all business management matters associated with the review, negotiation, award, and administration of a grant or contract and interprets the associated administration policies, regulations, and provisions. (For definition of scientific officer; see Program/Project Officer)

	
	

	GSHIP


	Graduate Student Health Insurance Premium.  Fee assessed on graduate students.  TAs and GSRs at qualifying appointment levels may qualify for payment of this fee as a fringe benefit.



	GSPFR


	Graduate Student Partial Fee Remission.  TAs and GSRs at qualifying appointment levels may qualify for this fee reduction as a fringe benefit. Also known as PFR.


	GSR


	Graduate Student Researcher.  Graduate student employed on a research project.

Incremental Awards


	Non-cash contributions provided by the University or non-Federal third parties.  Typical examples of in-kind contributions are services provided by volunteers and donated property.  (Reference C&G Manual 5-420)
UCRFS report of cumulative of contract & grant direct and indirect cost activity (allocations, expenditures, and encumbrances).  By design, this report is only available for contracts & grants from local, state, and federal governments as well as private sponsors. The report does NOT include gift funds, initial complement funding or any other funding sources.  Spring 2004 the report will be available via the web.
Additional award support for an existing project. The grant/contract award number remains the same and separate cash accountability is not required.

Informed Consent
	The agreement of one party to assume financial responsibility for the liability of another party.
Former term for F&A Costs.  Also, formerly known as overhead.

The process by which potential participants in research are fully informed of all aspects of a research project, including all risks and potential benefits, for the purpose of allowing the them to make a decision of whether or not they choose to participate in the research.  In some instances it is also the document signed by the participant agreeing to participate in a research project.  



	Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee 

(IACUC)
Institutional Biosafety Committee (IBC)


	The Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee reviews protocols involving the use of animals in research and provides the approval to conduct the research.  This committee verifies the humane care and use of laboratory animals in research.
Committee set up by a research institution to review recombinant DNA research and ensure its legal use. IBCs may also review other biohazardous research, including biodefense select agents.

	Institutional Review Board (IRB)

Interlocation Transfer of Funds (ITF)

IRIS


	Committee set up by a research institution to ensure the protection of rights and welfare of human subjects participating on research project.  IRBs make an independent determination to approve, modify, or disapprove protocols based on the adequate protection of human subjects, as required by federal regulations and local institutional policy.  IRBs must register with the Office of Human Research Protections (OHRP).

Mechanisms used to transfer budgetary allocations from one UC campus to another.  Funding source is UC and not from external agencies.

Illinois Researcher Information Service.  A search engine for locating funding opportunities developed and provided by the University of Illinois, Urbana-Champaign.

	Application timeframe that requires applicants to send some information (other support, certification of IRB approval, etc.) to NIH only if an award is likely.

	Letter of Credit (LOC)

Letter of Intent
	Mechanism to request cash from various federal agencies based upon disbursements.  The Accounting Office is responsible for this drawdown process.

A letter of intent expresses a grantor's willingness to commit funds to a project if other conditions are met.
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	Matching Funds


	The portion of costs of a project not paid for by the prime sponsor; usually these costs are paid by a third party.  Matching funds may be a requirement of some funding programs and may be in the form of non-cash contributions.  All matching contributions must be tracked and documented.

	Material Transfer Agreement (MTA)
	Legal document defining the conditions under which materials can be transferred and used among research laboratories, usually for unpatented biological materials.  MTAs are processed at UCR by Intellectual Property Services in ORA.

	
	

	Misconduct in Science
	Fabrication, falsification, plagiarism, or other practices that seriously deviate from those commonly accepted in the scientific community for conducting or reporting research.



	Modification
	An award document that modifies any aspect of an existing award other than those named above. Example: Carryover approvals, adding or deleting special terms and conditions, changes in funding levels (including NSF's Research Experience for Undergraduates, NIH's Minority Supplement, DoD's ASSERT Programs), administrative changes initiated by the agency, extensions that include changes in terms, change of principal investigator, etc.

	
	

	Modified Total Direct Cost. (MTDC)
Modular Grant

Multiple Campus Award (MCA)


	The based upon which indirect costs are calculated as prescribed by OMB Circular A-21, G.2.   This base normally consists of salaries and wages, fringe benefits, materials and supplies, services, travel, and each subcontract up to the first $25,000 of the initial award period excluding competing renewals or extensions.  Normal exclusions from this base are equipment items, renovations, facility rental charges, patient care costs, and each subcontract in excess of $25,000.
Used at NIH for applications requesting less than $250,000 of direct costs per year, eliminating the need for a detailed budget details. Requests are made in modules of $25,000.

Agreement (similar to a subcontract) between two or more UC campuses to perform work on a sponsored project.

	Non-Federal Cost Transfer (Non-payroll).  The UCRFS application used to transfer expenditures from one FAU to another when a federal fund is not involved.
The salary rate limitation affecting awards from the National Institutes of Health (NIH) and the Substance Abuse and Mental Health Services Administration (SAMHSA). Salaries in excess of a statutorily-defined rate of pay (commonly referred to as the "cap") may not be paid from NIH or SAMHSA grants and contracts. This limitation is based on a DHHS Appropriations Act passed by Congress.

Extension of a project period without additional funds.

Contributions made to sponsored projects which are not cash.  Contributions can be a piece of equipment, materials and supplies, etc.

Fee offset paid as a fringe benefit for GSRs who qualify in accordance with UCR policy. 

Form issued by ORA to PI and Accounting upon award acceptance that summarizes the details of the award.
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	Obligated Funds


	Funds that are encumbered (and unexpended) at the end of the funding period to cover known obligations.

	Office of Management and Budget (OMB)
	Executive Branch office that assists the President of the United States in preparing the federal budget, evaluating agency programs and policies, and setting funding priorities. In setting policy, OMB issues government-wide policy directives, called circulars that apply to grants.



	Office of Research Integrity (ORI)
	Department of Health and Human Services office that promotes integrity in biomedical and behavioral research supported by the Public Health Service by monitoring institutional investigations of scientific misconduct and facilitating the responsible conduct of research.



	Office of Technology Transfer (OTT)


	Office that manages invention portfolios and oversees technology transfer.

	Office of Human Research Protections (OHRP)

Overhead

	Office within the Department of Health and Human Services that oversees the protection of human subjects in research.   

Former term for F&A Costs.  Also, formerly known as indirect costs.
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	PAMIS

Post Audit Notification (PAN)

Peer review
	Proposal Award Management Information System.  UCR’s system for linking the pre- and post-award administration of contracts and grants.

UCRFS application that allows for transactions to be reviewed/approved after processing to the general ledger.  Allowing for UCRFS transactors to be fully responsible and accountable for initiated transactions posted to the ledger and more efficient and timely posting of transactions.  Requires a departmental accountability structure, Systems Access Administrator (SAA), and establishment of knowledgeable reviewers. 

System for evaluating research grant applications and contract proposals using reviewers who are professional peers of an applicant.


	Period of performance


	Time interval required to complete work defined in a statement of work. A period of performance can be revised only through an agreement between a contractor and a contracting officer, who must issue a formal modification to a contract.

	Preaward Costs
	The costs incurred prior to the effective date of the award, directly pursuant to the negotiation and in anticipation of the award, where incurrence is necessary to comply with the proposed delivery schedule or period of performance.   


	Principal Investigator (PI) 
	Qualified person designated by an applicant institution to direct a research project or program and who usually writes the grant application. PIs oversee scientific and technical aspects of a project and the day-to-day management of the research.



	Prime Award
	In the context of subawards or subcontracts, the prime award is the award made directly from the sponsor to the recipient institution. When a recipient institution makes a subaward or subcontract under the terms and conditions of the award to a second organization, the sponsor's award is labeled the prime award and the terms and conditions are generally included as part of the agreement to the subaward or subcontract site.

	
	

	Prior Approval
	The written permission provided by the authorized granting official from the awarding office before the recipient may undertake certain activities (such as performance or modification of an activity), expend funds, or exceed a certain dollar level. 



	Program Income
	The gross income received by the recipient directly generated by the supported activity, or earned as a result of the award. Program income includes such items as income from fees for services performed, the sale of commodities or items fabricated under an award, etc. 



	
	

	Program officer or official


	A sponsor's designated individual who is officially responsible for the scientific and technical aspects of a particular grant or cooperative agreement. Serves as the counterpart to UCR's Principal Investigator.

	Project Period


	The total time period stated in a Notice of Award for which support is recommended. The project period may consist of one or more budget periods. It does not constitute a commitment to fund the entire project period. 

	
	

	Proposal


	Written application for grant funds presenting a specific project and associated budget.  Also a written offer to enter into a contract, usually in response to a request for proposals (RFP).

	rDNA (Recombinant DNA)

	Molecules which are constructed outside living cells by joining natural or synthetic DNA segments to DNA molecules that can replicate in a living cell or the resulting DNA molecules that result from the replication of those described.  The use of rDNA in research requires approval by the biosafety committee.
The act of amending the budget by moving funds from one category or line item to another. (See also: Budget Adjustment) Some funding agencies require prior approval before rebudgeting can occur.

Research Experience for Undergraduates.  An NSF program restricted for undergraduate research support, but affiliated with a main research award.  Normally, subject to a reduced F&A rate, this requires that a separate fund be established. 

	Renewal Award
	Award for continued/follow-up support to a project done through a competitive process, usually retaining the same award number. 


	Restricted Funds


	Funding from a prior year which is carried forward (unexpended and unobligated) to the current year and requires agency approval to expend.   Or funds restricted for a specific purpose such as REUs, Minority Supplements, or Training Grants.

	Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR)


	Government-wide program that promotes technology transfer by helping investigators form partnerships between the private and public sectors.

	Small Business Technology Transfer (STTR)
	Government-wide program that promotes technology transfer by helping investigators form partnerships between the private and public sectors. It differs from Small Business Innovation Research in being less restrictive in the level of activity permitted for academic institutions.

SPIN


	Document that elicits proposals. 

A search engine for locating funding opportunities provided by Info Ed, International.

	Stipend


	Student financial support provided on training grants and fellowships for living expenses. Stipends are not considered payment (salary) for work done or completed. 

	
	

	Subcontract, Subaward, Subgrant, or Subagreement
	A document written under the authority of, and consistent with the terms and conditions of an award (a grant, contract or cooperative agreement), that transfers a portion of the research or substantive effort of the prime award to another institution or organization.

	Electronic database of the Distribution of Payroll Expense.  Access to this database is required for access to the Enterprise Reporting system.

Supplemental Award


	Additional funds added to an existing award for a variety of purposes such as: (1) to support new or additional activities, (2) support an expansion of the grant approved activities; or (3) to provide for an increase in costs due to unforeseen circumstances. 
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	Teaching Assistant (TA)
Technology transfer


	Graduate student employed by the University to teach.  

Sharing of knowledge and facilities to make scientific and technological advances accessible to private industry for the ultimate benefit of society.


	Terms and conditions of award


	All legal requirements imposed on an agreement by the sponsor, whether by statute, regulation(s), or terms in the award document. The terms of an agreement may include both standard and special provisions that are considered necessary to protect the sponsor's interests.

	
	

	Total Direct Cost (TDC)

	Unexpended Funds

Unliquidated Obligation


	The funding (money) not spent during the budget or project period.  Also referred to as unobligated balances.

A firm lien or encumbrance that has not been satisfied/paid.  All unliquidated obligations must be liquidated/paid within 90 days of the end of an award.



	Unobligated balance


	Funds not spent or committed by the completion of a grant's project period. 



	Unsolicited proposal
	Written proposal submitted to an agency that is not in response to a formal or informal request for proposals.
